Celebrating our wins from 2024 is important to help us go back to the drawing board in order to strategize 
for the future. Our successes are moments of pride for our team and participants. They are also quiet 
moments of strong preparation! 

In 2024, we secured our first federal grant, which went to enhance our gender-based violence support 
services. These funds are integral in closing gaps in our community where people are experiencing sexual, 
financial, emotional, and domestic abuse. One incredible milestone that occurred because of this grant was 
the purchase of a 24/7 phone line. Through a contract with New Beginnings DV Hopeline, individuals in 
need of assistance can now call outside regular business hours to get immediate assistance and request to 
be connected to the ASC Gender-Based Violence Support team.

This accomplishment is just one of many at Atlantic Street Center that we experienced in 2024. Those 
successes have put us in a position to offer more nuanced support to the children, youth, and families of our 
communities. In addition, our Behavioral Health internship program continues to grow with some staying 
on as full-time staff. The Early Learning Program celebrated twenty years as being a regional leader in early 
childhood and family education. And many families got to tell former Seahawks quarterback Geno Smith 
just how much they appreciated him during a Thanksgiving meal giveaway before he left for new horizons.

We are not just holding on here at Atlantic Street Center, we are steadfast. All the work from our staff, 
donors, and board has gotten us here. Those efforts showcase that ASC has what it takes to forge ahead. We 
hope you will continue with us on the journey.

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OUR PROGRAMS

Behavioral Health
Young people ages 6 through 24 gain access to therapists, case man-
agement, and more to properly assess and support their needs. This 
includes therapy appointments at schools, libraries, virtually, and even 
through therapeutic video game play.

The Behavioral Health Program also facilitates an internship program for 
upcoming psychology professionals. Interns take on realistic caseloads 
and often stay on as staff.

Families with children ages 18 to 36 months are paired with Early  
Learning Specialists to jump-start a lifelong love of learning. Specialists 
visit families in their homes with free educational books and toys for the 
child to keep. While the young scholars learn letters, numbers, and  
social-emotional skills, parents are also taught tactics they can use in 
everyday situations to continue their child's education.

Referring to the wide breadth of violence, 'gender-based violence'  
encompasses those impacted by domestic, sexual, emotional, and  
financial abuse. Atlantic Street Center supports survivors and their  
families with safety planning, mental health access, and navigating steps 
to establish a new and safe livelihood.

This program operates out of our Youth & Family Center in Rainier 
Beach, leading daily and cyclical programming that pertains to multiple 
generations of the family. The After-School Program and Summer Acad-
emy provide year-round education and engagement for youth. Young 
parents under 24 are mentored and given support through our Teens As 
Parents Program. Grandparents and older caregivers who are a part of 
our Kinship Care Support Group meet for events, workshops, and regular 
support as they raise young children. Additionally, this robust program 
hosts multiple cultural events throughout the year for the community.

**All Atlantic Street Center programs are free. No participant pays to receive support.

A FEDERAL GRANT ANSWERS A LITERAL CALL TO ACTION
In 2024, Atlantic Street Center received its first-ever federal grant, specifically from the Department 
of Justice. This $575,000 grant was awarded to our Gender-Based Violence (GBV) Support Program. It 
gave way to new assets that would support current and future survivors by enhancing advocacy and 
therapeutic services in King and Pierce Counties, with specific emphasis on communities of color.

One such asset was the addition of a 24/7 emergency hotline through the organization New  
Beginnings DV Hopeline. If someone with an emergency reaches out, they can now be directed, day or 
night, to the proper services. For those reaching out for more nuanced support, they are added to a 
comprehensive list that our team can manage in an orderly way.

This creates an additional arm of support our GBV team can provide, but that's not all. This phone line 
creates another layer of trust and understanding between participant and provider. Without this 
federal grant, those impacted by violence would be without necessary support and affirmation, thus 
leading to more survivors staying in dangerous, and deadly, situations. The new 24/7 phone line is a 
literal connection for folks to go from surviving to thriving.
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BREW-TIUL MOMENTS
Another first for us! The Inaugural Executive Director's Chari-Tea brought together board members, 
advocates, staff, and new faces, all in support of Atlantic Street Center. Over cups of tea, finger 
sandwiches, and pastries, community togetherness rang through the pleasant August day.

We heard from prominent speakers, including new board members who reflected on their passion 
for Atlantic Street Center and our participants. This event came about through the need to find a 
creative way to connect with both our long-time supporters and to create new friendships. Suffice 
it to say, it was a tea-rrific day!

UNTIL NEXT TIME, GENO!
Saying goodbye is never easy, especially to a fan favorite. For 
multiple years, former Seahawks quarterback Geno Smith 
has met with Atlantic Street Center (ASC) families and kids 
to wish them happy holidays. In collaboration with Columbia 
City's Island Soul restaurant and the Seahawks, Geno and 
ASC were able to supply families in need with meals be-
fore Thanksgiving. And, of course, Geno caught up with our 
kids about their latest football endeavors, their progress in 
school, and much more.
